BIRDIE FOR A KID SPONSORSHIP PACKET
One of the most concerning trends with gangs throughout the City of Tucson, Arizona is younger gang members 

involved in violent crimes and in the possession of firearms.  In the past, the younger gang members were 16-19; there 
are now increasing numbers in the 13-15 years age range. Some of this can be attributed to Tucson gangs being 
cultural  gangs  by nature,  with  many older  siblings  and relatives  influencing younger  members.  (Tucson Police 
Department 2003).  Without positive role models youth turn to gangs.

The Youth Corps of America, (TYCOA) is a 501c3 non-profit organization operating in southern Arizona, designed 
to increase resiliency, self-confidence and life-skills in youth residing in stressed neighborhoods. Using innovative 
prevention efforts we provide prevention programs that have successful results. Currently, we run the Martial Arts 
Resiliency Skills, (MARS) program at the 29th Street Weed and Seed site.  We also provide services at the Drug 
Education For Youth (DEFY) camp and conduct the year round mentoring that follows each camp. Our Safe-Haven for 
youth is located at 6930 E. Golf Links circle Tucson, AZ, where we mentor youth and collaborate with the local 
community. 

Based upon funding, we will continue the successful Survival Wilderness Adventure Training (SWAT) program, and 
the Public Service Announcement (PSA) mentoring program.  The mission of TYCOA is to provide southern Arizona 
At-Risk youth mentoring and violence prevention skills to develop the discipline to make good life decisions. TYCOA 
sees youth as our greatest commodity, by building young leaders through long-term prevention ad mentoring we 
ensure the future of a strong America.
